Both Keith and Mike would trade this 
accomplishment for the recovery of the distressed 
Boater they tried to save. They used three different 

presentations. Green Pumpkin 3/8oz Tubes, a Poorboy 
Goby on a 1/2oz Dropshot Rig and Deep Diving 

Crankbaits. They both used fluorocarbon line. Mike 
used Gamakatsu and Keith used P-Line. Tubes and 

Dropshot were rigged with #10, Crankbaits with #12.
